Report on Mg or Concern (Achievements and Reflection)

Area of Concern : To establish a School-Based English Curriculum for Year 1

Achievements;

1. Oracy

Phonics programme is compl eted within the whole year : it is promoted regularly in class.
Students are supported and strongly motivated.

Telling stories, imaginative play and drama; reading and listening to nursery rhymes and
poetry, learning some by heart; reading aoud.

2. Reading
New Reading and Assessment programme is established.
Topic web with relevant materials and worksheets is established.

Students will read at appropriate level for their ability. They will record a Reading Age in
advance of the one recorded at the start of the programme.

Comprehension focus is approached through ‘problem solving, investigation and
hypothesizing’ at al levels. In the second year of the programme overlays of ‘Creative
Thinking Scaffolds will be introduced to support the comprehension focus.

Word recognition, focus on the development of a vocabulary of words recognized and
understood automatically and quickly.

Area of Concern: To enhance the teaching and learning of critical thinking skill
in P4.

Task 1:

To infuse the teaching and learning of critical thinking through co-teaching of NET and SETs
in Primary Four.

Achievements:

1. Regular co-planning sessions were scheduled every aternate Friday afternoon when the
NET was at school. During the meeting, teachers decided what to teach and how to teach in
the coming week. Evaluation of activities and students’ performance was aso discussed.
When the plan was done, teachers would share the workload and prepare different
materials for the lessons.

2. Teaching of reading was a good entry point for infusion of critical thinking skills. A book
titted * *‘More True Stories’, by Sandra Heyer ” was adopted as teaching material, which
provided 50% of the total number of comprehension exercises. The achievements came
when:

a. Suitable topics, which arouse students' interests, were chosen.

b. Various and appropriate questioning techniques enabled and guided students' thinking
mode.

c. Therewere controversia issues for students to discuss or even debate.

3. Evaluation worksheets on ‘identifying the main idea’ were given out in the first and second
term. The results showed that students who were highly competent in identifying the main
idea of a paragraph were about 35% of the whole level in the first term. In the second term,
the according result was 54%, it showed an increase of 19%.

4. Project Work ‘Paper’ was completed in the second term. Students had shown their critical
thinking skills on ‘identifying facts and opinions and ‘clarifying causes and effects.
Students worked in groups and designed questionnaires to interview teachers, janitors and
classmates. In the data analysis process, students had to put their findings under the facts
and opinion categories. They also had to determine the causes and effects of the problem.

Reflection:

1.

The on and off working week of the NET caused alot of difficulties. Much time was spent
on reporting what had been done when the NET was not at school. It affected the
coherence of teaching and learning in some extent.

Some of the comprehension exercises should be refined to provide more various gquestion
types.
The use of evaluation worksheets on ‘identifying the main idea’ can be reused next year.

Teachers agreed that it was areliable source to assess students’ ability.

The process of project work took more than two teaching weeks. Tailoring of curriculum
was necessary to allow time for project learning. Teachers suggested doing a project with
similar structure but different topic next timein order to arouse students’ interest.

Teachers found out that the teaching of ‘determining the reliability of sources in P4 was
not appropriate for students' level and abilities. Therefore, the success criteria had changed
to ‘identifying the main idea of a paragraph or atext’.
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Area of Concern: To develop subject-based sdf-evaluation on teaching and

learning of critical thinking skill in P4.

Task 1:
To equip teachers' knowledge and skills on self-evaluation.

Achievements:

1.

The Advisory Teacher of the NET Scheme, Ms Eilis Murthy was invited to the school to
hold a seminar for the English Panel on 19" September 2003. The topic was ‘School
Self-evaluation’. Besides holding a seminar, Ms Murthy also visited the school regularly to
have meetings with the NET and the P4 English teachers. Part of those meetings were
about school self-evaluation.

An official from the EMB, Mr. Hui, was invited to the school to deliver a seminar and a
workshop during August 2003. In the workshop, teachers were trained to do the ‘SWOT
Anaysis.

Teachers were provided opportunities to attend workshops on self-evaluation and writing
evaluation report outside school.

Reflection:

1.

Teachers informal feedback stated that school-based workshops could serve their needs
better.

The NET Scheme was very helpful in helping staff development in school. They provided
avery good source for school.

The workshops provided some general ideas for teachers on how school self-evaluation
could be done. However, it was better to have more workshops in the middle or even near
the end of term so as to monitor the whole school-eval uation process.

Task 2
To develop evaluation instruments on critical thinking.

Achievements:
Some evaluation instruments were devel oped, such as:

Area of Concern: To enhance the teaching and learning of critical thinking skill

Task 1:
To infuse the teaching and learning of critical thinking in Primary Four.

Achievement:

1.

Primary Four kept the good practice of last school year. “More True Stories’ by Sandra
Heyer was adopted as teaching material, which provided 50 % of the total number of
comprehension exercises.

Evauation worksheets on ‘identifying the main idea’ were still given out this year in the
first term and the second term. The results showed that students who were highly
competent in identifying the main idea of a paragraph were about 9% in the first term. In
the second term, the according result was 16%, it showed an increase of 7%.

Project Work ‘Using mobile phone in SSGPS was an excellent topic to help student
develop their critical thinking skills. The students needed to identify the main problems of
the issue and conduct interviews to collect facts and opinions. They also needed to
investigate cause-and-effect of the related topic.

Reflection:

1.

Primary Four teachers have a better ground of implementation of critical thinking skills
this year.

Teachers were more familiar with using the bloom’s taxonomy in asking questions in the
lessons. They found that the question techniques really led the students into a deeper
thinking level. However, as English is a second language, it was much more difficult to
carry out in class with students who were weak in English. Somehow the teacher
understood that the students had the ideain mind but it was hard to express in English.

Task 2
Conducting sharing sessions or workshops on how teaching and learning of critical thinking
can be implemented.

Achievement:
1. Two sharing sessions were conducted in the first term and the second term alternatively

among the Primary 4 and Primary 5 English teachers regarding the implementation of
teaching and learning of critical thinking in the classroom.

Teachers in Primary 4 shared what they were doing on hand, including the teaching
materials and the strategies they used. They also introduced the tools they used to measure
the teaching and learning of critical thinking skill.
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Reflection:

1.

Some teachers thought that the tools for evaluating the teaching and learning required a
third party as observer. Otherwise, teacher would have to do the evaluation and teaching at
the same time which was very complicated and time consuming.

The ideas which teachers used in Primary 4 were good but Primary 5 teachers thought they
needed to do something different so as not to follow the same pattern for the same students.

Task 3:
Teaching and learning of critical thinking skill on other levels.

Achievement:

1.

In year 2004 + 2005, the teaching and learning of critical thinking skills has extended to
Primary 5.

The Primary 5 English teachers have defined the main focus of critical thinking skills for
their students. Such skills included: understand the concept of relevance and irrelevance,
cross reference other sources to determine the reliability of a source and to draw logical
conclusion based on adequate data and evidence, and make prediction about consequences.

The performance indicators are writing a summary of a newspaper article, making a
powerpoint presentation of a famous athlete, making predictions, inferences and evaluative
comments about characters and events in simple narrative texts.

Reflection:

1.
2.

More peer evaluation can be done in class to give encouragement to each other.

Students had difficulties in writing a summary, it was hard for them to be ‘to the point’,
very often they put down lots of irrelevant information. More exercises and guidance shall
be provided.

Students were able to write a creative ending of a story after reading the beginning and
middle of it. However, they needed to be reminded from time to time that the ending had
to be a sensible and logical one based on the previous events and actions of characters.
Hence, more training is needed on making predictions and drawing logica conclusions.
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Area of Concern: To develop subject-based sdf-evaluation on teaching and
learning of critical thinking skillsin senior levels

Task 1:
To conduct sharing sessions on self-evaluation at the end of each term.

Achievement:

Two sharing sessions had been done last year. Evaluation tools and classroom activities were
introduced by Primary 4 teachers to P5 and P6 colleagues so that works done in the first year
could be carried on and further developed in upper levels.

Reflection:
The sharing sessions enable teachers to get the whole picture of teaching and learning of
critical skills and provided an opportunity to evaluate and reflect on the whole terms work.

Task 2
To further develop evaluation instruments on critical thinking.

Achievement:

1. Reading strategies are systematically infused in daily comprehension exercises.

2. More ‘Wh' questions are asked which prompt students to discern the main idea, draw
inferences and make comments on main characters.

3. Students learned to give comments on a newspaper article.

Reflection:

1. Studentswere ableto give sensible answersto the ‘Wh' questions in comprehension
exercise such as ‘What is the setting? ‘Who are the characters and ‘What do you think
about the main character? Why?

2. More textbook-based reading worksheets could be designed to make it aroutine for
students to think critically whenever they read. This aso helps the teaching learning of
narrative which is the major text-type in Primary 4 and 5.

3. Students have had some training on commenting a newspaper article from General Studies.
Therefore, most of them are able to express their feeling or viewpoint base on the particular
article.  Thisskill could be further consolidated if this exercise is given more regularly,
such as once a month.
